Filing a Cancellation/ Invalidation 

Request with the Vietnam IP 

Office 

a Notification informing the Owner of the 

cancellation/ invalidation is issued and a time limit 

of 2 months is set for its response 

1 month under the laws, 

1-3 months in practice 

 

Response by the IPR holder 

Counter-response by the Opponent/Requester 

Several rounds of alternating submissions by the 

parties, until the submissions are deemed 

sufficient for their ruling 

The decision comes into effect upon issued  

2 months from the date 

of notification, with 

possible extension to 4 

months at request of the 

Parties Related 

1-3 months in practice 

A decision on the Cancellation/ Invalidation is 

issued 

The Response is informed to the Appellant and a time 

limit of 2 months is set for their counter-response  
2 months from the date of 

notification, with possible 

extension to 4 months at 

request of the Parties 

Related 

Under the laws: 3 months 

(with possible extension 

to 6 months) from the 

date of response by the 

Owner, or from the date 

of expiry of the time limit 

set for the said response. 

In practice: 12 months or 

more 

In case of disagreeing with the decision, the 

Appellant can appeal or initiate a lawsuit against 

the decision  

Statutory limitations:  

- For appealing: 90 

days from receipt or 

awareness of the 

decision; 

- For lawsuits: 1 year 

from receipt or 

awareness of the 

decision 
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
